Daily did a great job of
assembling three antennas. We had just
enough coax budgeted to make two long runs
down the tower. Jack Parker donated 100-
feet of 9913 for the third run.

We now have a duel band antenna at 120
feet on the southwest tower leg. The 220
MHz antenna is at 100 feet on the northeast
leg and the 2-meter base antenna is located in
the previous spot at 75 feet. Running low
power from the duel band antenna we can
operate simplex across Johnson County. We
talked simplex on five watts, with stations in
Greenwood, Plainfield and Cloverdale. Yes,
Cloverdale. Our thanks to Tug Sutton and
Grant Black for paving the way into dispatch.
Unfortunately our tower work took until just
after noon and we didn’t want to interfere
with a CERT Class being conducted in the
training room.

We still have at least one coax to run
from the tower to the EOC radio room. That
is on our list of things to do this month. All this
would not have taken place without Don and
Bill, friends of James Yeater KC9ODS.
