It's beginning to
look a lot like Christmas
atthe EOC. Johnson
County Emergency
Management Agency
has taken delivery on
several new radios and
antennas. Thiscomes
as part of the Homeland
Security grant for
amateur radio
equipment. Don West
WODEW, is Communications Director for
the Response and Operations Division,
Indiana Department of Homeland Security.
He says the equipment comes from a large
federal grant to improve amateur radio
communications in Indiana.

Don has surveyed county RACES
groups to determine their communication
needs. Johnson County is taking delivery on
two ICOM and one Alinco mobile radios for
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the EOC radio room. The radios will cover
2 meters, 70 cm and 220 MHz. An Astron
power supply is included in the new
equipment. Three new base antennas will
cover the VHF radios while a G5RV antenna
will be used to work the HF bands. Special
adapter cables will allow packet
communications on the VHF bands. The
grant covers the cost of a new laptop
computer. The make and model are being
determined at this time.

Indiana Department of Homeland
Security expects the Hoosier state to have
one of the best amateur radio
communications systems in the country after
every county has installed and trained with
their new equipment. Contact RACES
Director Dave Daily KBILOT, Steve
Carmean K9DY, or Jack Parker W8ISH if
you have an interest in training on the new
EOC radio equipment.
