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June came in with a roar
beginning early on Friday,
May 30, 2008 with severe
weather in the form of
thunderstorms and
tornadoes.  Johnson County
took a glancing blow with the
west side of Marion County
and Hancock County
bearing the blunt of the

storms.  An estimated $29 million in damages
led the news in the papers the next day.
70,000 customers lost power in Marion
County and 12,000 lost power in Hancock,
Hamilton, Hendricks and Johnson County.
Johnson County brought up a net that lasted
29 minutes with 10 base and 1 mobile
reporting.  KC9LGZ, Grant Black operated
as net control.

Just as the full extent of the Friday night
storms were being reported, another round
of severe weather hit Central Indiana on
Tuesday, June 3, 2008.  Waldron and
Middleton in Shelby County were hit by a
EF0 intensity tornado.  The same tornado
then intensified to an EF3 and hit near
Moscow in Rush County. Another tornado
(EF1) touched down near Clarksburg in
northeast Decatur County.  Johnson County
took a huge hit when an EF2 tornado
touched down at Camp Attebury and then
continued on into Edinburg as an EF1.
Before getting to Camp Attebury, the same
tornado hit near Peoga in northeast Brown
County.  Once again Johnson County
brought up a net, this time for 51 minutes
with 13 base and 7 mobile reporting.  Net
control was Grant Black, KC9LGZ.

June Brings Severe Weather
