money to send in my order. Thinking back it

might have been about “twenty dollars’. | waited
every day for the mail to come and one afternoon
when | was at a friends house, the Star Roamer arrived.

It took afew days to assemble the radio and to a
fourteen year old it looked like a thousand parts.
My dad helped me solder and made sure | followed
the instructions that came with it.



When it wasfinally assembled, the long wire antenna
was attached to a nearby tree and the ground wire
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was hooked to aground rod, it wastimeto giveit a
test. | still remember the glow of the four tubes and
the smell of new electronics used for the first time. |
listened to the radio until late in the evening. All
those foreign stations to listen to and there was
school the next morning.

It has been almost forty years since | put the radio
together and believeit or not | still have the
“Sar Roamer” .

Tandy bought out Allied Radio in the 1970s,now it is
owned by a British company and still servesthe
needs of amateur radio.
