Emergency Management Training Course Announcement

The Indiana Department of Homeland Security will present the following course:

National Incident Management System (NIMS)
Who Should Attend?

This course is designed for state and local officials with the responsibility to prepare for and respond to emergencies and disasters of all types, sizes, and complexity including weapons of mass destruction or terrorist events. Emergency management personnel, first response agencies (fire, law enforcement, emergency medical services, communication centers, etc.), hospital personnel, health department personnel, volunteer disaster agencies, public works officials, and elected officials from all levels of government will benefit from a thorough understanding of the National Incident Management System.

Course Description

This two-day course combines FEMA's Independent Study #700 (NIMS: an Introduction) with Incident Command System courses at the 100 and 200 levels (Awareness/ Introductory). It is designed to provide response personnel at all levels with the tools to provide an effective, integrated response and aid in the development of a plan to manage the incident scene. The complexity of incidents, coupled with the growing need for multi-agency and multi-functional involvement on these incidents, has increased the need for an integrated incident management system that can be used by all emergency response disciplines. The National Incident Management System can be used for all operations within a single agency or for integrated operations conducted by multiple agencies or jurisdictions. The organizational structure is adaptable for all types of incidents (normal emergencies, natural disasters, technological disasters, major events management and local security and/or terrorism issues).  

Many disasters, including terrorism incidents, are very complicated and labor intensive by nature. This course will help prepare responders when these incidents occur and will define the roles and responsibilities of various agencies involved in response efforts.

Subject areas covered include the history and evolution of the Incident Command System, basics of the National Incident Management System, incident commander functions, command staff functions, general staff functions, incident response and stabilization, and NIMS/Emergency Operations Center interface. Upon completion of the course students will be able to take FEMA's online exam for the IS-700 and receive a certificate from FEMA.
Administrative Information

The course will be conducted in Johnson County, at the Johnson County EOC, 1111 Hospital Rd., Franklin, Indiana, 46136.  It will be held August 10-11, 2006.  Sign in starts at 8:30am. The course will begin at 9:00am and adjourn at 6:00pm, with a one hour break for lunch. The class will be taught by Joel Thacker.
There is no charge for attending this course; however students will be responsible for their own travel and meals. Refreshments will be provided. Because this is a field course and it is being conducted in the emergency management districts with limited travel required, LODGING WILL NOT BE PROVIDED FOR THIS COURSE.

Registration is due at least one week in advance to allow time for the preparation of course materials. NIMS courses tend to fill up quickly so please call as soon as possible.
